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Should we require everyone aged 75 or older to give up their driver’s license? Discuss whether

requiring those drivers to surrender their licenses is necessary.
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While age-related decline can affect driving ability, imposing a blanket ban on drivers
over 75 is neither fair nor effective. A more nuanced approach, such as mandatory
cognitive and reflex tests, would ensure road safety while respecting individual
capabilities. Policies should be based on ability rather than arbitrary age limits. (50
